1. Background

Agriculture is subsistence in most parts of the world especially in developing countries in which the
majority of the populations live their lives in part on agricultural production. The patterns of agricultural
production are varied and dependent upon natural resources and environmental and sociological
conditions of the area. Agricultural production in Thailand has long been played an important role
particularly in the rural areas where people are poor, but are capable of producing a variety of food
crops and animal protein that contributes to food security, both for domestic and international
consumption. The concept and framework of country development under the 11th National Economic
and Social Development Plan (2012-2016) was derived by formally adopting the King’s Initiative of the
"Philosophy of Sufficiency Economy". This philosophy places "people at the center of development," and
promotes "balanced development" in all aspects. The Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives has
adopted the plan and implemented the activities for ensuring sustainable development through the
following concepts: (1) Driving knowledge and wisdom of farmers through the mechanisms of extension
officers (2) Developing a cooperatives system by strengthening cooperatives and farmer groups to be
ready to access funds, alternative market mechanism, value adding and to increasing productivity by
developing the cooperatives' businesses, farmer groups, and small & micro community enterprises (3)
Developing "Smart Farmers" to help farmers produce on-demand products with essential knowledge (4)
Promoting and conserving Thai local wisdom and traditional lifestyles by training farmers living in land-
reformed areas (5) Persuading new generations into the agriculture sector by providing opportunities
for agriculture-related education, technology transfers and knowledge management. Moreover, the
World Bank East Asia and Pacific Report (2011) suggests 3 priority areas for Thailand for improvement of
the educational system (i) effectiveness and efficiency in financing, (ii) better management of public
institutions and (iii) better stewardship of the higher education system, for example, ensuring stronger
links between industry/private sectors and universities. Furthermore, agriculture should be promoted as
an attractive occupation and an employment option for rural youth.

Therefore, the PISAI project was proposed for a support from ERASMUS + - Capacity Building Program in
February 2017 and received a positive result in supporting the development of double degree master
program.

Double degree arrangements between Thai universities are not common or rarely implemented while
there are a number of double degree programs between Thai higher education institutes with overseas
institutes. The initiative in creating double degrees at the master’s degree level between the agricultural
institutes (PSU, KU, CMU and KKU) with support from EU partners under this project is a breakthrough in
Thailand. An innovative approach will be ensured by external assessment and a self-monitoring process.



2. Conceptual Framework

The conceptual framework of the DDMP under collaboration of four Thai universities, PSU, KU, CMU and
KKU, is depicted in Figure 1.

Since the Double Master Degree Program development is the initiative supported by ERASMUS+
Capacity Building Project of the European Union over the duration of 3 years from 15 October 2017 to
14 October 2020, the development of the double degree program is therefore based on the existing
approved master programs at PSU, KU, CMU and KKU. To serve the aims in laying foundation in
sustainable agriculture, integration into the study programs of four modules is made. The four modules
are 1) Value chain management 2) Ecosystem/environment in agricultural production 3) Challenges and
Opportunities for Sustainable Agricultural Production and 4) Internship (field attachment at a
farm/production site).

Students will be exposed to practical entrepreneurs under supervision of academics and practitioners.
By doing so, it will bring about the outputs and outcomes applicable to the actual production situations
which are the most important element in a successful educational goal. The establishment of
cooperation with the private/farmers/public sectors is important for student learning outcomes which
are a gateway for students to learn and practice in the practical conditions. Together with all
components and activities of the DDMP, students will be competent in the agricultural sectors either
working with the agricultural industries or creating their own agricultural business.

3. Preparation

3.1 Introduction of the concept and structure of DDMP to consortium partners at kick-off meeting

of the PISAI Project

Since development of DDMP is the key action of PISAI project, the concept, key elements and
partner participation were introduced at the kick-off meeting of the project on January 9-10,
2018.

3.2 Thai partners and the development of the DDMP

Each Thai partner university introduced the concept and structure of DDMP to different
programs at the faculty level and program level. Regulations and rules at each university were
prepared and discussed at the workshop held at CMU in March 2018. To prepare for student
recruitment, general qualifications and criteria were discussed and agreed by all partners.
However, each specific qualifications issued by each home university is respected.

Roles of EU partners

EU partners are involved from the beginning at the brainstorming of the DDMP development
and formulation of modules at kick-off meeting and over the duration of the development
process through e-mail communication and several Skype meetings.

3.4 Timeline to achieve for DDMP implementation

In order for the successful implementation of DDMP, a drafted time line for important activities
were proposed at the kick-off meeting, adjusted and agreed upon by the consortium. The final
time line for DDMP operational activities is in Table 1.

4. Development of double master degree program

4.1 Development of Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) and Memorandum of Agreement
(MOA)

Under the scope of this collaboration, Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) and
Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) has been developed and signed between Thai partner
universities to enable the endorsement process at each university. These MOU and MOA will
also ensure and facilitate continuation of the cooperation that has been started by this project
and will provide opportunity for creation of such cooperation with interested new partners both
in Thailand and ASEAN.

The signed MOU of the four Thai universities and MOA (Trilateral and Bilateral Agreement) for
double master degree program collaboration are in the Appendix 1.

4.2 Development of four modules

The four modules were developed as an add-on to the regular programs, Modules 1-3 as
compulsory while Module 4 is optional. The development of the first 3 modules was co-created
by Thai responsible universities and the EU counterparts as discussed and agreed during the
kick-off meeting in January 2018. Each module is 21 days and offered by Thai partner
universities with guest lectures from EU partners.

Every student is required to participate in the Modules 1-3 at the responsible university. For the
Module 4 which is practical field attachment, students can choose at his/her own choice as
agreed by the advisor. The four modules are listed below in Table 1.

Module 1 - Value Chain Management

Students will be taking this module at Chiang Mai University in August

Module 2 — Ecosystems/Environment in Agricultural Production

Students will be taking this module at Khon Kaen University in November

Module 3 — Challenges and Opportunities for Sustainable Agricultural Production

Students will be taking this module at Kasetsart University in February-March

Module 4 —Internship (Field Attachment at a Farm/Production Site)

Students will be taking this module that organized through Prince of Songkla University



4.3 DDMP Structure and matching of master programs

Utilizing the existing programs governed and approved by national policy, two options of the double
master degrees are offered to students as shown in Figures 3. The four modules are added on to the
study plan at the suitable period for both Thai and EU partners to jointly organize the teaching and

learning activities.

5. Operation of the DDMP and activities for students

There are sequences of activities carried out for executing the DDMP starting from promotion of the
program through different means and supporting activities throughout student study process until
graduation as categorized in the following sub-sections.

5.1 Promotion of the DDMP in the field of sustainable agriculture
Brochures and leaflet for both the DDMP and the application details were produced and
distributed to different stakeholders such as Council of the Deans of Agriculture (Thailand), at the
meetings with visitors such as administrators from Cambodia and the US, potential applicants
(agricultural officers) and through our Thai consortium partners.
Facebook and web pages have been constructed to announce and update all activities.

5.2 Call for applicants

An on-line application web page was created for interested applicants to apply with channels for
uploading required application document. The calls for applicants were opened according the
planned and agreed time line by the consortium. The call for the first batch of students was
opened from 10 April to 15 May 2018. There were 29 applicants including Thai and international
students. The second call for the second batch was opened in a similar period, from 10 April to 20
May 2019. However, applicants were below the target number of 17 students, the application
period was extended until the end of June 15, 2019.



5.3 Selection of applicants

Applicants were co-interviewed by consortium partners at PSU, KU, CMU and KKU according to
set rules and qualifications as well as the status of the financial support. Applicants’ names and
interview dates are announced online on Facebook and web pages and they can send inquiries
to clarify points of concerns at any point in time via messenger or telephone communication.
During the interview, applicants are informed of study plan and steps to proceed at home and
host universities when they can take into consideration to decide in joining DDMP.

5.4 Enrollment of students to a home and host university

Students are firstly enrolled at home university and importantly discuss for the study plan with
their advisors for the courses/thesis to be taken at both home and host universities. As
expected, conditions at four Thai partner universities may differ to different extent. Each
partner will inform of their regulations and inform students of what they have to accomplish to
fulfill requirements. For example, registration duration and tuition fees exemption. Enrolment
at host university will be planned for students between partner coordinators and the advisors at
both home and host universities.

To facilitate students’ study plan, the academic calendar at each Thai partner university is
uploaded on Facebook and web page.

5.5 Module participation

It is compulsory for enrolled students to attend the three modules (Table 2) at specified Thai
partner universities over the duration of 21 days. Module 1(Value Chain Management) is
offered in Aug. at CMU, Module 2 (Ecosystems/Environment in Agricultural Production) in Nov.
at KKU, and Module 3 (Challenges and Opportunities for Sustainable Agricultural Production) in
Mar at KU. The internship-Module 4 is optional for students who would like to have hand-
on/direct practical experiences with farmers/entrepreneurs for their future careers. If there is
any crash of the time slot with regular courses that students have to attend for master programs
at either home and host universities, a special arrangement with the instructors is needed or
students will have to mange to follow the module contents with submission of assignments.

5.6 Appointment of advisors at home and host university

As stated in MOA, both home and host universities will appoint the advisors to be co-advisors of
the thesis committee respecting the regulations at the university and ministry levels.

5.7 Thesis process
All required processes need to be fulfilled by home and host universities as stated in the MOA.
5.8 Graduation

Students have to follow requirements for graduation of each university.



6. Quality Plan

Successful delivery and operation of the DDMP will depend on quality of a combination of three main
components including the involved curricula, student performance and the DDMP consortium as
depicted in Figure 4 and explained below.

6.1 QA system and regulations for curriculum and academic management
Every program under the DDMP collaboration respects quality assurance of the national policy
and related regulations such as those for graduate studies. Additional regulations issued by a

partner university is also applied to the DDMP depending upon the home and host universities
that a student being enrolled.

6.2 Student performance
- Feedback of student performance at module participation by EU partners
Over all student performance including learning ability, communication skills (speaking,
report writing and scientific presentation), and working in team is reflected during the
module participation. After completion of the 3 modules, the overall performance is shared

within the consortium by both EU and Thai partners who involved in the teaching and
learning activities.

- Student learning agreement
Due to a complex system and for students to succeed and achieve the DDMP, student
learning agreement is the means for students and involved advisors of both universities to
plan the study path as well as for DDMP coordinators to monitor student achievement.
Therefore, every student has to prepare learning agreement that agreed by both home and



host advisors. Each party will have the copy of the learning agreement as a reference to
follow-up the planned study/research work.

Progress report

During the course of study, students have to present progress of the his/her thesis
research. The progress report can be linked to the timeline of Module 3 when all students
have completed the 3 compulsory modules and almost one year in the program. All
involved advisors and EU partners are invited to participate and give suggestion on the
progress report of each student.

Platform for student presentation

To train students to be competent in communication skills, every student has to give an oral
presentation at the consortium conference which hosted by Thai and EU partners. A
conference on sustainable agriculture will be at KU in July or Aug 2020 and a long history EU
platform for agricultural students will be at Czech University of Life Science Prague, our EU
partner in September 2020. It is foreseen that the conference in the field of
sustainable/sufficiency agriculture initiated by this consortium for students will be
continuous in the future.

External review on student’s thesis by EU partners

During the consortium Skype’s meeting, our EU partners agreed that they will be external
reviewers of students under this DDMP. This will have an impact on students’ thesis and
profiles in terms of both international skills and thesis quality.

6.3 DDMP consortium

Student feedback on the DDMP

Feedback from students on different activities is very useful for program improvement and
management. This includes the module contents and instructors, DDMP process, matching
and registration processes of the home and host universities and important DDMP
documents/instructions.

Self-evaluation of the partners

There are scheduled consortium meetings for evaluating the management of DDMP,
collaboration among partners and student performance. The outputs of the discussion will
be used for improvement of the program and collaboration. This self-evaluation is
important for correcting mistakes, missing important steps, misunderstands and problems
that has occurred with either the students or the consortium.

External Reviewers

As assessments by external parties are very crucial for successful implementation of the
DDMP, the review of the DDMP and the management is scheduled during the course of
operation. The review should be on a regular basis as agreed by consortium. External
assessment is very important not only for improvement of the DDMP but also for the
sustainability of the consortium, DDMP and expansion to new partners and stakeholders.

7. Sustainability of the DDMP

Student enrolment will be continuous using the existing mechanism of each Thai partner university.
As the duration of cooperation agreements is much longer than the project duration, the continuity
of collaboration can be guaranteed. The long term impact on sustainability is secured as the
development of Double Degree Program is highly encouraged at national and international levels by
the participating universities and Thailand’s Ministry of Education. Through the university-private
sector network cooperation that benefits all parties, the developed double degree master program
will become self-repeating in the future. The established modules can be adopted by partner
universities to be regular courses for students or training courses for interested people. The visibility
of the beneficial effects of the developed program at the national level will be used broadly in higher
education institutes outside the consortium.

Most importantly, the high quality graduates who are the prime outputs of the project will have the
capacity to pass on their knowledge and skills to agricultural and food production stakeholders. This
is the directly justifiable support for the sustainability of the DDMP.

1. To collaborate in undertaking joint activities such as joint graduate modules/ courses and
dual/double degree programs in agriculture, natural resources and other fields relevant to the
PISAI project,



2. To execute separate agreements in writing for any particular undertaking jointly implemented,
wherein a sharing of responsibilities shall be specified, such case as exemption of tuition fee
for the students under the PISAI Project.

This Memorandum shall remain in force for a period of 5 years from the date of signing by the
authorized representatives of the Parties hereto and may not be modified except upon mutual written
agreement of the parties herein, It shall be extended for another 5 years, unless either party gives
written notice to terminate the agreement at least six (6) months prior to the expiration date.

- Criteria for students applying to the M.Sc. programs follows the qualification and
criteria at home university.

KU — Dr. Buncha Chinnasri

- Required document for application

1) Transcripts of record
In the case of current M.Sc. applicant, both B.Sc. and M.Sc. level are required. If
the applicants are a current M.Sc., he/she should not be beyond the second year.

2) CV -including achievements, reward , etc.

3) English test results — If the students cannot submit the test results on application
deadline, he/she can submit the video clip on sustainable agriculture of 2
minutes. The applicants will need to submit the test results on the day of
interview.

For joint operation of the DDMP, the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)

and Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between PSU, KU, CMU and KKU have been
developed to facilitate the double degree master programmes (Appendix A). Details
for main issues such as registration and student status, co-supervision, student study
period, thesis process and graduation requirement are described.

Ill. Degree Requirements

Maintaining active student status and the consequences of becoming inactive

Student have to register at both home and host universities as a full time student
in order to graduate receiving two degrees. The schedule for registration at the
host university will be according to guidance of the coordinator at the host
university (PSU, KU, CMU and KKU) which will depend on the study program of
individual student.

Coursework requirements /emphasis, including courses required for the major,
related fields/supporting program.

The coursework requirement may vary for each student due to their field of
study and thesis research. Students are suggested to consult closely with their
advisors.

The Office of Higher Education has set the English language proficiency for all
master students that they are required to pass English language proficiency
which can be TOEFL test, IELTS, TOEIC, PSU TEP, CU TEP, TU TEP and others as
stated by graduate schools at each university. The proficiency level will be
according to the university.
Internship requirements
It is recommended that PISAI’s students involve in the internship (Module 4) for a
minimum of 7 days.

The degree plan including the completion of core coursework should be as early
as possible and should not be later the end of first semester. The thesis proposal
should be submitted in early second semester.
